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Info for Scouts and Other Youths 
We need you!  This mountain bike race event benefits you and your camp by contributing 
thousands of dollars directly back to your Council and driving many man hours of trail 
development and maintenance! 

You can ride/race on the day of the event or volunteer to help or both.   

If riding, you can choose the youth course, the kids course, or the full course.  Distances, fees, 
and start times are in the table below.  Note that pre-registration is only offered for riders of the 
full course. 

The youth course is ~2-4miles and is targeted at ages 10+.  We may alter the lap count 
depending on the ages of those signing up and their lap times. 

The kids course will be short (less than 1 mile) and fun for ages 9 and under. 

The full course should only be attempted if the youth is a skilled mountain bike rider.  
There are extended climbs and descents, rock gardens, water crossings, roots, and 
other obstacles throughout the full ~9 mile course.  Self sufficiency is critical. 

If volunteering, we need help before, during, and after the race.  Jobs that Scouts can help with 
include: 

Before: we need help building new trails, trimming and raking the course. 

During: we need stations of people at key spots around the course to monitor and alert 
us if people need help.  Some stations will involve handing out cups of water to racers. 

After: we need to remove all course markers and clean up any trash.
